Visconti’s first films, OSSESSIONE
(1943) and LA TERRA TREMA (1948),
are considered foundational works of
the Italian neorealist movement, but
he confounded (and, at first, alienated)
critics by moving in a markedly
different direction: sumptuous, sensual,
baroque, literary, melodramatic,
operatic. Visconti’s sweeping style and
fanatical attention to detail make his
films big-screen musts.
